Background IP:

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APPENDIX 1 - PROJECT

(From the application)

In 2018, the British Council funded a visit of Cambridge innovation experts (Camnexus and SJIC) to
Cordoba, Argentina. The region is characterised by manufacturing capacity (particularly in the car
industry), agricultural production and a growing software development sector. One of the main
challenges they identified was the lack of connection between academia and the private sector.
Despite having a thriving early-stage entrepreneurial ecosystem, local universities perceive that
research commercialisation is incompatible with academia. Consequently, other than publishing
academic papers, there is a low level of participation of academic researchers in technology transfer
activities addressing societal needs.

In a first attempt to address this gap, Amy Weatherup and Jessica Ocampos (Camnexus) supported a
trial implementation of the Cambridge i-Teams programme (www.iteamsonline.org) in Cordoba in
2019. This aimed to stimulate the local technology cluster by supporting the commercialisation of
scientific innovations from the region’s universities. The trial was implemented successfully in
partnership with Global Shapers Cordoba (NGO member of the World Economic Forum Global
Shapers network) and Universidad Nacional de Cordoba (UNC, the main university in Cordoba and
third in Argentina). This helped to identify some of the structural challenges faced by the local
ecosystem:

o Difficulty of connecting with local industrial experts
¢ Lack of role models that have transitioned from academia to industry
e Lack of local funding to accelerate the university-based innovation pipeline

We now aim to support Cordoba in building local capacity and skills to help bridge the gap between
industry and academia. This project brings in the expertise of Cambridge Enterprise in training
international technology transfer teams, and an extensive network of commercial contacts through
Camnexus (specialises in technology development and transfer in Latin America), SJIC (has
supported the growth of the Cambridge ecosystem for many years) and Amy Weatherup (runs i-
Teams in Cambridge).

Immediate outputs:

¢ Increase local technology transfer capacity by training UNC staff (Cambridge Enterprise)
and the Cordoba i-Teams management team (Amy, Jessica)

¢ Accelerating the commercialisation of UNC’s scientific research

o Mentoring of the i-Teams students and scientific researchers (Amy, Jessica, SJIC)

o Addressing local challenges with new innovations from UNC (societal/economic

impact)

¢ A jointly written peer-reviewed article to show how programmes like i-Teams can be used
to stimulate the growth of an emerging technology clusters, to be published first as an

ANEXO 1 -PROYECTO

(Obtenido de la postulacion)

En 2018, el British Council financi6 una visita de expertos de innovacion de Cambridge (Camnexus y
St. John’s Innovation Centre) a Cordoba, Argentina. La region se caracteriza por su capacidad para la
fabricacion (especialmente en la industria automotriz), la produccion agricola y un creciente sector de
desarrollo de software. Uno de los principales desafios que descubrieron fue la falta de conexion entre la
academia y el sector privado. A pesar de contar con un pujante sistema emprendedor en etapa temprana,
las universidades locales tienen la percepcion de que comercializar la investigacion es incompatible con
la academia. En consecuencia, mas alla de la publicacion de articulos académicos, es bajo el nivel de
participacion de los investigadores académicos en actividades de transferencia de tecnologias que aborden

las necesidades de la sociedad.

En un primer intento por reducir esta brecha, Amy Weatherup y Jessica Ocampos (Camnexus) brindaron
su apoyo a una prueba del programa i-Teams de Cambridge (www.iteamsonline.org) en Coérdoba en 2019.
El objetivo era estimular el claster tecnoldgico local apoyando la comercializacion de innovaciones
cientificas de las universidades de la region. La prueba se implementd exitosamente mediante una alianza
con Global Shapers Cordoba (una ONG miembro de la red Global Shapers del Foro Econdmico Mundial)
y la Universidad Nacional de Cordoba (UNC, la universidad mas importante de Cérdoba y la tercera mas

importante de Argentina). Esto ayudo a definir algunos de los desafios estructurales a los que se enfrenta

el ecosistema local:

» dificultad para conectarse con expertos locales de la industria;

» falta de modelos que hayan logrado la transicion de la academia a la industria;

» falta de financiamiento local para acelerar las innovaciones que surgen de la universidad. -----------------
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Nuestro objetivo ahora es apoyar a Cordoba para que desarrolle la capacidad y las habilidades locales y
se acorte la brecha entre la industria y la academia. Este proyecto aporta la experticia que Cambridge
Enterprise posee en la capacitacion de equipos internacionales de transferencia de tecnologias, asi como
una amplia red de contactos comerciales a través de Camnexus (que se especializa en el desarrollo y la
transferencia de tecnologias en América Latina), St. John's Innovation Centre (que ha apoyado el
crecimiento del ecosistema de Cambridge por muchos afios) y Amy Weatherup (quien dirige i-Teams en
Cambridge).

Resultados inmediatos:

* Incrementar la capacidad local de transferencia de tecnologias entrenando al personal de la UNC

(Cambridge Enterprise) y el equipo de gestion de Cordoba i-Teams (Amy, Jessica).

* Acelerar la comercializacion de la investigacion cientifica de la UNC:

All results, intellectual property and know-how, excluding Arising IP (as defined below), owned or
controlled by a Party prior to commencement of or independently from the Project (“Background IP”)
used in connection with the Project shall remain the property of the Party introducing the same.

Each Party grants the other a royalty-free, non-exclusive licence for the duration of the Project to use
its Background IP for the sole purpose of carrying out the Project. No Party may grant any sub-licence
over or in respect of the other's Background IP.

Arising IP:

Each Party shall own the all results, intellectual property and know-how generated by its employees,
students and/or agents under the Project (“Arising IP”). Subject to the terms of the Main Grant, the
Party owning any Arising IP shall be entitled to use and exploit such Arising IP but subject always to the
following three clauses.

Where any Arising IP is created or generated by both Parties jointly and it is impossible to segregate
each Party's intellectual contribution to the creation of the Arising IP, the Arising IP will be jointly owned
by the Parties in equal shares. The owners may take such steps as they may decide from time to time,
to register and maintain any protection for that Arising IP, including filing and prosecuting patent
applications for any Arising IP, and taking any action in respect of any alleged or actual infringement of
that Arising IP. If one of the owners does not wish to take any such step or action, the other owner may
do so at its expense, and the owner not wishing to take such steps or action will provide, at the expense
of the owner making the request, any assistance that is reasonably requested of it.

Any joint owner of any of the Arising IP may commercially exploit the Arising IP upon consultation and
agreement with the other Party.

It also means all confidential, non-public or proprietary information
regardless of how the information is stored or delivered, exchanged between the Parties before, on or
after the date of this Letter relating to the business, technology or other affairs of the Party providing
the information.

compliance with court orders, regulations or statutes; or f) is approved for release in writing by an
authorised representative of the disclosing Party.

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APPENDIX 1 - PROJECT

(From the application)

In 2018, the British Council funded a visit of Cambridge innovation experts (Camnexus and SJIC) to
Cordoba, Argentina. The region is characterised by manufacturing capacity (particularly in the car
industry), agricultural production and a growing software development sector. One of the main
challenges they identified was the lack of connection between academia and the private sector.
Despite having a thriving early-stage entrepreneurial ecosystem, local universities perceive that
research commercialisation is incompatible with academia. Consequently, other than publishing
academic papers, there is a low level of participation of academic researchers in technology transfer
activities addressing societal needs.

In a first attempt to address this gap, Amy Weatherup and Jessica Ocampos (Camnexus) supported a
trial implementation of the Cambridge i-Teams programme (www.iteamsonline.org) in Cordoba in
2019. This aimed to stimulate the local technology cluster by supporting the commercialisation of
scientific innovations from the region’s universities. The trial was implemented successfully in
partnership with Global Shapers Cordoba (NGO member of the World Economic Forum Global
Shapers network) and Universidad Nacional de Cordoba (UNC, the main university in Cordoba and
third in Argentina). This helped to identify some of the structural challenges faced by the local
ecosystem:

e Difficulty of connecting with local industrial experts
¢ Lack of role models that have transitioned from academia to industry
e Lack of local funding to accelerate the university-based innovation pipeline

We now aim to support Cordoba in building local capacity and skills to help bridge the gap between
industry and academia. This project brings in the expertise of Cambridge Enterprise in training
international technology transfer teams, and an extensive network of commercial contacts through
Camnexus (specialises in technology development and transfer in Latin America), SJIC (has
supported the growth of the Cambridge ecosystem for many years) and Amy Weatherup (runs i-
Teams in Cambridge).

¢ Increase local technology transfer capacity by training UNC staff (Cambridge Enterprise)
and the Cordoba i-Teams management team (Amy, Jessica)

e Accelerating the commercialisation of UNC's scientific research

o Mentoring of the i-Teams students and scientific researchers (Amy, Jessica, SJIC)

o Addressing local challenges with new innovations from UNC (societal/economic

impact)
